Way to Go, Inc. Vehicle Agreement

     The goal of the Way to Go program is to assist individuals to become more self-sufficient by providing them with a used automobile in good working condition.  This will provide transportation to work, improve mobility for other activities of daily living, and improve the quality of life for the individual and his or her family.

     The Way to Go Selection Committee selected ________________________________ as a recipient to receive a  _______________________ vehicle under this program.  By accepting this vehicle from the program, the recipient agrees to the following:
Program requirements

In accepting this vehicle, the recipient is accepting it "as is" meaning that the recipient accepts responsibility for future maintenance and repairs to the vehicle.  Way to Go has assured that the vehicle has a current Virginia inspection sticker, but future inspections, repairs, etc. are the responsibility of the recipient.  If the recipient has difficulty making needed repairs, etc. to this vehicle, they may contact their social worker or case manager requesting assistance from Way to Go for repairs, etc.  There is, however, no assurance that Way to Go will be able to assist with future repairs, etc. to this vehicle since assistance is based upon available resources and overall client needs.  

All vehicles donated to recipients by Way to Go, Inc. are older vehicles that have been donated to the program from individuals or businesses in the community.  These vehicles are passed along to recipients as a short-term solution for work-related transportation needs.  Recipients are encouraged to keep the vehicle properly maintained so that the life of the vehicle can be maximized.  This vehicle may be used as a down payment on a better vehicle after one year or with the agreement of the social worker who made the initial referral.  
The recipient has a valid Virginia driver’s license and a driving record such that the recipient can obtain affordable vehicle liability insurance. The recipient agrees to maintain active vehicle liability insurance coverage on the vehicle, current State inspection, City or County decal, and State vehicle license tags at all times.
The recipient agrees to obtain child safety seats appropriate for age, use these seats whenever children are transported in the vehicle, and to visit a Harrisonburg Fire Station for instruction about proper installation of the seats if they have not already been instructed on the proper installation method.  The recipient will be provided child safety seats if these are not already available.

The vehicle will be titled to the recipient with a lien held by Way to Go. The title will be released at the end of one year if the recipient has fulfilled their obligations under this agreement.  

The recipient will maintain a satisfactory work record, as defined by his or her social worker, for a period of one year.  Any change in employment status should be reported immediately to the recipient’s social worker or case manager.
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Although it is not required, recipients are encouraged to provide transportation for others who may have trouble getting to work or training opportunities.  Nothing in this agreement prevents a recipient from being reimbursed for gasoline or other expenses when appropriate.
The recipient will notify his or her social worker or case manager if the vehicle is damaged or experiences major mechanical problems.  Nothing in this agreement prevents a recipient from seeking, and being approved, for assistance with vehicle repairs.
Every six months Way to Go, Inc. sends out written "Program Evaluations" to all persons served during the most recent period.  Recipients are asked questions to help determine what affect the assistant provided by Way to Go has had on their family and especially on their ability to work.  Having this type of information is critical in helping Way to Go get additional funding to continue the program.  All recipients are urged to complete the survey and return it in the envelope that is provided.
