Way to Go, Inc. is a community coalition that helps low-income working families become more self-sufficient by assisting them with their vehicle transportation needs.
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[image: image1]Vehicles are donated by individuals or businesses in the community. A local garage inspects each vehicle to make sure it is road-worthy.  Program funds and other community resources are used to make needed repairs before these vehicles are awarded to families on our waiting list.
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Recipients are nominated at coalition meetings and selected by consensus.  Primary consideration is given to persons who have good work records and potential for long-term employment.
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The coalition can help recipients get insurance and with the costs involved in titling a vehicle at the DMV.  Future insurance and DMV fees are the responsibility of the recipient.
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YES!  Vehicles donated to the Way to Go  coalition qualify as tax-deductible. The coalition provides the donor with proper documentation of their gift.


[image: image5] Recipients are responsible for repairs once they own the vehicle. They are also encouraged to provide trips to and from work for other workers who may not have a vehicle.


The coalition can have vehicles inspected to determine if they are worth repairing.  If so, the coalition can often pay for the cost of repairs, insurance, vehicle fees, and occasional vehicle payments or gas vouchers.

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Way to Go works closely with Vehicles for Change (a regional non-profit organization) to help families who do not own a vehicle obtain a good one at a reasonable cost.  A down-payment may be required and we may be able to help with this.
